lf you renewed for the 2024 American Legion membership year prior to the new
multiyear membership rollout on Dec. 4, you can now take advantage of a three-year
membership starting with the 2025 membership year.

Visit leqion.orq/renew for the multiyear membership of 2025,2026 and 2027.

Legionnaires still needing to renew for 2024 or veterans joining the organization for the
first time can also lock-in a three-year membership (2024,2025 and 2026) by
visiting leq ion. org/renew or leq ion. org/join.

Here is what you need to know about the three-year membership:

- Multiyear membership sign-up is only available on the nationalAmerican Legion
website (leqion.orq/renew and leqion.orq/ioin). Current or potential members cannot
renew or join for a three-year membership at the post level or through Mylegion.org.

- Payment for the three-year membership will be upfront.

- There is not a discounted rate with the three-year membership.

- Membership cards will still be sent annually by Legion posts.

- Those who sign up for a multiyear membership will not receive a renewal notice during
the time they have signed up for the multiyear membership.

Please note that the multiyear membership will work just like PUFL. Whatever rate the
member renews at is what the post/departmenUnational will receive for the duration of
that timeframe. For example, if a member renews today (before national per-capita $5
dues increase come July 1 ,2024), National will receive $18.50 for the next three years.
For example, if a department's per capita is currently $10 and is going to be raised to
$15 on July 1 ,2024, then the department will receive the $10 for the next three years.
Once the member renews after the three-year renewal is up, the renewal rate will adjust
to the rate at that time.

A multiyear membership was approved by the National Executive Committee of The
American Legion during the organization's Spring Meetings last May. Resolution 1:
Purchase of Multiple Years of Membership approves "a five-year pilot program offering
the purchase of three consecutive 12-month member terms at the then current dues
rate."

FIVE THINGS TO KNOW

1.   Yemen’s Houthi rebels fired an anti-ship cruise missile toward 
an American destroyer in the Red Sea on Sunday, but a U.S. fighter 
jet shot it down in the latest attack roiling global shipping amid 
Israel’s war with Hamas in the Gaza Strip, officials said. The attack 
marks the first U.S.-acknowledged fire by the Houthis since 
America and allied nations began strikes Friday on the rebels 
following weeks of assaults on shipping in the Red Sea.

2.   An Air Force officer can add another title to her resume: Miss 
America. Madison Marsh of Colorado Springs, a 2023 Air Force 
Academy grad and the reigning Miss Colorado, received the 
coveted crown Sunday night. Her win makes her the first military 
officer to ever hold the Miss America title.

3.   North Korea fired a suspected intermediate-range ballistic 
missile into the sea on Sunday, South Korea's military said, two 
months after the North claimed to have tested engines for a new 
harder-to-detect missile capable of striking distant U.S. targets in 
the region. The launch was the North's first this year. Experts say 
North Korea could ramp up its provocative missile tests as a way to 
influence the results of South Korea's parliamentary elections in 
April and the U.S. presidential election in November.

4.   Israeli strikes hit Gaza City and soldiers battled militants in 
southern Gaza on Monday after the U.S., its top ally, said it was 
time to scale back operations. Palestinian authorities said the death 
toll in the enclave passed 24,000. South Africa has accused Israel of 
genocide in the war against Hamas, an allegation Israel has 
rejected. Although the full case is likely to take years to resolve, the 
United Nations’ top court could rule within weeks on South Africa’s 
request for an order of an immediate suspension of Israel’s 
offensive. It’s unclear if Israel would comply with any court order.

5.   Two Navy SEALs still are missing in the Gulf of Aden more 
than two days after conducting nighttime operations off the coast of 
Somalia. The incident happened Thursday as the SEALs were 
attempting to board a suspicious vessel in rough seas, The 
Associated Press reported Saturday, citing unnamed U.S. officials. 
One SEAL was attempting to board the vessel when they were 
knocked off by high waves, AP reported. The other SEAL jumped 
into the sea to rescue their team member, according to the AP 
report.


Top Enlisted Leaders for Each Service Set to Testify on Quality-
of-Life Issues at House Hearing, from military.com 

The senior enlisted leaders for each military service, including the 
top noncommissioned officer in the military, will testify in front of 
Congress at the end of the month about quality-of-life issues for 
troops -- a raft of recently exposed problems including squalid 
living conditions, subpar dining facilities and access to health care.

The leaders will appear before the House Armed Services 
Committee's military quality-of-life panel, a bipartisan group of 
lawmakers who assembled last summer with the aim of keeping the 
services accountable for issues that affect the lives of troops and 
military families. The hearing will be Jan. 31, the Marine Corps and 
the office of House panel Chairman Don Bacon, R-Neb., told 
Military.com.

The quality-of-life panel was set up last year as a refuge from the 
political fights and is tasked with providing recommendations on 
improving military pay, housing, health care and family life that 
could be included in the defense policy bill Congress will consider 
later this year. In addition to September's public hearing on housing, 
the group has held several closed-door briefings with Defense 

Department officials, military service organizations and military 
spouses. Panel members have said they are aiming to produce a 
final report with recommendations in February.

Bacon, the panel's chairman, has previously said he wants the 
senior enlisted leaders to testify publicly before the group wraps up 
its work.

The senior enlisted advisers "will tell you what's really going on," 
Bacon said at a November event hosted by With Honor, a political 
action committee that supports veterans running for office. "The 
idea of right-sizing enlisted pay didn't come from [the Office of the 
Secretary of Defense]. It came from one of the senior enlisted 
advisers, and he made a compelling case. Actually, two of them 
have."

At the same event, Bacon, a retired Air Force brigadier general, and 
the panel's top Democrat, and Air Force veteran Rep. Chrissy 
Houlahan of Pennsylvania, previewed some of the unconventional 
ideas the group is considering, including making junior enlisted pay 
tax-exempt and allowing parents to take two-year leaves of absence 
without hurting their military careers.  For more visit

Disaster Preparedness and Relief

The American Legion Blood Donor Program has existed 
officially since 1942 to help that cause. Each year departments 
coordinate efforts at the post level. The Blood Donor Program 
honors those departments that best participate in blood-donation 
efforts, recognizing departments for post participation and 
individual  
Legionnaires participate by giving blood and reporting it to their 

posts, which mark the donation on their annual C.P.R.s. Similarly, 
posts that host blood drives mark their participation on their 

C.P.R.s, listing number of drives held and total pints donated. 

Posts interested in hosting drives can set up a blood drive by 
visiting the Red Cross' blood drive registration page. You do not 
need a Post Home to run a drive. Many post partner with local 
churches, other VSO’s and their local towns. Blood drives require 
staffing and publicity as well as space. 

Basic requirements for hosing a blood drive include: 2,200 square 
feet and more area to hold the drive, heating and air must be able to 
be at 68 degrees, no stairs, easy load in and out with ramps level at 
grade. Electrical outlets, and cleared space. The post will also need 
6 to 10 folding tables as well as a couple dozen chairs. Three or 
four volunteers will be needed to help setup and breakdown as well 
assist during the drive.

Oratorical Contest Assigned Topics
The assigned topic discourse must not consume less than three (3) minutes or more
than five (5) minutes for delivery. The purpose of the assigned topic discourse is to test
the speaker's knowledge of the subject, the extent of his or her research, and the ability
to discuss the topic as related to the basic principles of government under the
Constitution. The assigned topic shall be drawn by the contest official in full view of the
audience immediately before the last speaker begins delivery of his or her prepared
oration and will be made known to the audience and each contestant approximately five
(5) minutes prior to the time of delivery. The topic will be on some phase of the
U.S. Constitution, selected from Articles and Sections as listed under assigned topics
for the current year's contest in this brochure.

All contestants at each contest level are required to speak in the English language on
the same assigned topic.

Assigned Topics for 2024 Oratorical Contest

Amendment ll - A well regulated Militia, being necessary to the security of a free State,
the right of the people to keep and bear Arms, shall not be infringed.

Amendment XXlll - The District constituting the seat of Government of the United
States shall appoint in such manner as the Congress may direct:

A number of electors of President and Vice President equal to the whole number of
Senators and Representatives in Congress to which the District would be entitled if it
were a State, but in no event more than the least populous State; they shall be in
addition to those appointed by the State, but they shall be considered, for the purposes
of the election of President and Vice President, to be electors appointed by a State; and
they shall meet in the District and perform such duties as provided by the twelfth article
of amendment.

Amendment XXV, Section 3 - Whenever the President transmits to the President pro
tempore of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Representatives his written
declaration that he is unable to discharge the powers and duties of his office, and until
he transmits to them a written declaration to the contrary, such powers and duties shall
be discharged by the Vice President as Acting President.

Amendment V - No person shall be held to answer for a capital, or othenryise infamous
crime, unless on a presentment or indictment of a grand jury, except in cases arising in
the land or naval forces, or in the militia, when in actual service in time of war or public
danger; nor shall any person be subject for the same offense to be twice put in jeopardy
of life or limb; nor shall be compelled in any criminal case to be a witness against
himself, not be deprived of life, liberty, or property, without due process of law; nor shall
private property be taken for public use, without just compensation.
